The Sacraments 
 

Confirmation  
 

Things to Consideré 
 

What is the Sacrament of Confirmation? 
Confirmation is the Sacrament which completes the grace of Baptism by a special outpouring of gifts by the Holy Spirit which seal 
or ñconfirmò the baptized in union with Christ and equips them for active participation in worship and apostolic life of the Church 
(Catechism of the Catholic Church, Glossary, p. 872; 1285). 
 

Who may be confirmed? 
Any baptized Christian may be confirmed. 
 

When adults are received into the Catholic Church, they receive the Sacraments of Initiation in the traditional order: Baptism, 
Confirmation, and the Holy Eucharist. 
 

The practice of the Western (Latin Rite or Roman Catholic) Church is to baptize children as infants, to allow them to receive the 
Holy Eucharist (Communion) for the first time at the age of seven and to allow them to be confirmed between the ages of twelve 
and seventeen. 
 

In the Eastern Churches, infants receive Confirmation and the Holy Eucharist along with their Baptism in order to preserve the 
traditional order of the Sacraments of Initiation. 
 

Those to be confirmed should have reached the ñage of discretion.ò  They should be in a state of grace (i.e. free from Mortal Sin), 
and they should have received the Sacrament of Penance. 
 

In danger of death, children of any age should be confirmed (unless they have not been baptized).  In danger of death, any         
unbaptized child should be baptized and then confirmed immediately after Baptism. 
 

What is necessary in order to receive Confirmation properly? 
The Catechism clearly indicates what is necessary in order to be confirmed: 
ñPreparation for Confirmation should aim at leading the Christian toward a more intimate union with Christ and a more lively    
familiarity with the Holy Spirit ï His actions, His gifts, and His biddings ï in order to be more capable of assuming the apostolic 
responsibilities of the Christian life. To  this  end  Catechesis  for Confirmation should strive to awaken a sense of belonging to the  

Church of Jesus Christ, the universal Church, as well as the  parish community. The latter [i.e. the parish] bears a special responsibility 
for the preparation of the confirmandsò(Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1309; cf. note 127). 

 
In addition to this, the following requirements are also laid out: 
ñTo receive Confirmation, one must be in a state of grace.  One 
should receive the Sacrament of Penance in order to be cleansed for 
the gift of the Holy Spirit.  More intense prayer should prepare one 
to receive the strength and graces of the Holy Spirit with docility 
and readiness to actò (Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1310). 
 
And finally: 
ñA candidate for Confirmation who has attained the age of reason 
must profess the Faith, be in a state of grace, have the intention for 
receiving the Sacrament, and be prepared to assume the role of dis-
ciple and witness to Christ, both within the ecclesial community 
and temporal affairsò (Catechism, 1319).

Jesus told his disciples this parable: ñThe kingdom of heaven is 
like a landowner who went out at dawn to hire laborers for his          
vineyard. After agreeing with them for the usual daily wage, he 
sent them into his vineyard. Going out about nine oôclock, the           
landowner saw others standing idle in the marketplace, and he 
said to them, óYou too go into my vineyard, and I will give you 
what is just.ô So they went off. And he went out again around 
noon, and around three oôclock, and did likewise. Going out 
about five oôclock, the landowner found others standing around, 
and said to them, óWhy do you stand here idle all day?ô They 
answered, óBecause no one has hired us.ô He said to them, óYou 
too go into my vineyard.ô When it was evening the owner of the 
vineyard said to his foreman, óSummon the laborers and give 
them their pay, beginning with the last and ending with the 
first.ô When those who had started about five oôclock came, 
each received the usual daily wage. So when the first came, they 
thought that they would receive more, but each of them also got 
the usual wage. And on receiving it they grumbled against the 
landowner, saying, óThese last ones worked only one hour, and 
you have made them equal to us, who bore the dayôs  burden 
and the heat.ô He said to one of them in reply, óMy friend, I am 
not cheating you.  Did you not agree with me for the usual daily 
wage? Take what is yours and go. What if I wish to give this last 
one the same as you? Or am I not free to do as I wish with my 
own money? Are you envious because I am generous?ô Thus, 
the last will be first, and the first will be last.ò  
The Gospel of the Lord.  Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ. 

September 20, 2020 - 25th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
If I work for five hours, I expect to get paid for five hours. If I 
work for two, I expect to get paid for two. What if we worked 
for a company that paid everyone the same amount regardless of 
how long they worked? How would we feel going home with 
the same pay for working eight hours as my co-worker did for 
working only two hours? Secular wisdom would have a huge 
problem with this and a visit to the Labor Board would quickly 
pursue. But this is Godôs wisdom and Godôs ways. 
 

We sometimes think that if we pray more, better, or more     
fervently and go over and above with the practice of our faith, 
God will somehow reward us and present us with some kind of 
merit badge. We are so wrong. Spiritual practices have only one 
true purpose: to deepen our love for God. In deepening our love 
for God, we also increase our ability to see Godôs presence 
around us, living life more purposefully and contemplatively. 
What if God chooses to treat someone who has come on the   
scene of faith later in life the same as someone who has devoted 
their whole lives to it? Does it really matter? If we have the   
merit badge notion of faith, we can find ourselves feeling a little 
arrogant and even jealous of folks who have not followed the 
same path that we have. We can even see ourselves as the      
privileged few who have a corner on the faith and fully possess 
it. 
 

That thinking doesnôt square with God. God is all about mercy 
in abundance and is ready to take anyone to himself regardless 
of when they come. He is only happy that they have come home 
and delights in their return. After all, if you really and truly love 
someone, does it matter what they will give you in return or 
what you receive as a benefit? If relationships were assessed 
based upon productivity, they would lack authentic love. We 

invest too much self interest in our prayer and neglect to see it 
as an opportunity to pursue our Lover and deepen the intimate 
bond we have with God. 
 

When we breathe our last, all that is of consequence is union 
with God. If my love for God is real, I am going to want to live 
the Gospel, abide by the commandments, practice my faith,   
forgive and love my neighbor, and care for the environment, 
regardless of how much time it takes or benefits me. We want 
God to think and behave as we do, and in doing so, we set    
ourselves up for disappointment. God has a totally different
